	Pharmacology MED-301

Foundation of Medicine-II

College of Medicine

(New curriculum: Monash University of Australia)

This course is designed to teach applied aspects of systemic pharmacology and to outline the etio-pathogenesis and pharmaco-therapeutic approaches for specified conditions.
It includes:

1. Respiratory therapeutics (pulmonary pharmacology: bronchial asthma, chronic obstructive pulmonary disease and antimicrobials),
