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Abstract in English:

Industrial activity is one of the most important economic activities and the axial
activity on which regions and countries rely for building their own economies and
developing their own service sectors; as this activity has high potentiality and
competencein developing economic, social and constructional actual-fact that would be
achieved through investing available natural, human and economic resources for
industrial activity in the region and investing them for its benefit and then their various
positive results. The resulting impacts will be reflected in developing the region

economically, socially and structurally and in service sector .

This study addressed industry in Al-Ahsaa Governorate from a geographical
viewpoint while the previous few studies, mostly, had economic or planning trends.
However, this study gave a special care to the spatial extent representing in Al-Ahsaa
Goverorate since location is the basic element in geographical studies considering

economic and planning dimensions at the same time .

This study aims at tracking the historical development of industry in Al-Ahsaa
Governorate from primitive industries to modern sophisticated industries depending on
machineries and technology in order to recognize the various industrial production in
the governorate and its contribution towards domestic product in addition to drawing
industrial map of the most important industrial concentration and looking into
geographical factors that effected localization of industries, its spatial organization and
the most appropriate arcas for industrial localization in future, let alone studying the

effects and determining all sides of problems resulting from industrial activity .

Getting the mentioned objectives attained, the study in several subjects counted on
field study and the student had used a number of statistical and cartographic methods
and approaches that helped with getting the study aims achieved. The thesis contained
about seventy tables and more than sixty figures from which the student concluded

several results .

The industry study in Al-Ahsaa Governorate is arranged in six chapters and a
conclusion including the results that the student has come to as well as

recommendations and suggestions that the student believed they would contribute
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towards development of the industrial sector in the governorate. The thesis chapterg

were presented as follows:

* The First Chapter addressed the study’s the oreticalgeneral framework to Present the
rescarch problem and the importance of its study identifying the study aims, inquiries
and its applied procedures and the spatial scope of the sample community of fielq
study followed by a discussion about the most important previous studies .

*The Second Chapter shed light on the industry factors in Al-Ahsaa Governorate
through studying natural and human resources in the study area .

*The Third Chapter looked into presenting the historical development of industries
throughout periods of time divided into three phases before 1390 H/1970 up to 1430
H/2010.

*The Fourth Chapter focused on the industrial locations as to their relative
importance and geographical distribution also studied various factors and their impact
on choosing and positioning the appropriate industrial site for industrial facility. In
addition to evaluate industrial locations in the suggested geographical scops within the
study area .

*The Fifth Chapter was dedicated to studying the industrial construction over and
above categorizing industries according to the basic standards representing in quality
of raw materials and industrial labours, size of financial investment as well as
marketing .

®*The Sixth Chapter discussed a number of points pivoting on industry effects, the
most important problems and handling methods and finally planning trends and future
prospects of industry in Al-Ahsaa Governorate .
