The _fourth chapter is the characteristics of rural scttlements centers in the

governorate according to the outer lines, volume of population, settlements

density, centralization and marginal.

The fifth_chapter the spatiality relation between rural scttlement centers
themselves. Two clements are responsible for that. First the relation between the
main village and its consequent, Sccond the relation between the nearby main

villages and the capital of the governorate.

The sixth chapter studies the characteristics of the rural accumulations through
the shape of the buildings, buildings materials and the uses.

The seventh chapter and the last deals with examples of rural settlements, a
case study, of three villages and they are Darin, Al-Qudaih, Um Al-Sahck. The
